HOW TO USE THE ALARM

Turn the ALARM SET KNOB in the direction
indicated until the alarm hand points to the desired
time. Then switch the ALARM BUTTON to the ON
position and your alarm is set to go off,

To stop the alarm ringing or to cancel a set alarm
time, switch the ALARM BUTTON all the way
across to the OFF position on the left, (Release the
button and it will automatically return to its neutral
position in the middle.)



HOW TO INSTALL THE BATTERIES
Open the BATTERY BOX cover by pushing itin the
direction of Arrow (1) to release the catch. Then

lift the cover in the direction of Arrow (2). Insert

1 X Size D Battery and 1 X Size AA Battery, making

sure the (+)and (—) as correctly placed in the
positions indicated.

DEMG—SWITCH

Turn the Demo Switch to ON and the CoClock
will nod his head into a doze.

If you want to save it, turn the switch OFF.
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PUSH BAR
Press the PUSH Bar on top of the CoClock’s
head and awaken him from his sleep with a start
